Throughout  the final 

two years of a young

widower attended 
our open house in 
December he made a 
connection with two 
members of our 
staff, chatted with 

some of our volunteers, and expressed his 
sadness at being alone over the holidays. By the 
time he went home that evening he wore the 
hint of a smile and his step was a little lighter. He 
continues to stay in touch and plans to attend 
future programs and support groups at our 
Hospice Community Center. These programs are 
made possible thanks to your donations.

sibling a youngster 
was referred to
